The OR Society works to support students and raise awareness of OR among students through several outreach efforts, such as our OR in Education outreach programme, our free student membership, Careers Open Day and this scholarship. We ask that the recipient(s) of this scholarship join us in this work. In particular, we ask that recipients of the scholarship:
· Join the OR Society as a free student member
· Write three 500 word articles for our magazine, InsideOR. The articles will be spread throughout the academic year. The first article is typically an introduction to the scholarship recipient and what the scholarship means to them, the second an update on how their studies are progressing and the third a final update on their studies and future plans.
· Work with our Education Manager to promote The OR Society to students at their university. This could include helping us to promote student membership of The OR Society or promoting our free careers fair, Careers Open Day.
· Speak at an OR Society event after their graduation. This short talk will depend on the recipient’s availability and may take place at Careers Open Day or the New2OR conference. The talk topic will depend on the event but will typically involve promoting the Master’s Scholarship and discussing the recipient’s experiences in OR. Travel expenses for in-person events may be paid by The OR Society.
